The Cincinnati Northern Model Railroad Club

The Cincinnati Northern Model Railroad Club takes its name from the Cincinnati Northern Railroad that had its southern end in Franklin, Ohio and its northern terminus in Jackson, Michigan.  The railroad had trackage rights over several other railroads to gain access to Cincinnati.  

The Railroad was bought by the Cleveland, Cincinnati, Chicago and St. Louis Railroad about 1900.  This railroad later became part of the New York Central System, then Conrail before closing down about 1965.  The Cincinnati Northern served the cities of Germantown, West Alexandria, Lewisburg, West Manchester, Greenville, Celina, Rockford, Ohio City, and Van Wert in the southern division.  Van Wert was also the railroads headquarters.  The northern division above Van Wert served Paulding, Bryan, and West Liberty in Ohio.  In Michigan the cities of Hudson, Cement City and Jackson were on the line.  In all, there were about 200 miles of main line track.
 
The Cincinnati Northern Model Railroad Club had its beginnings in 1966 and has held meetings in several locations over the years.  The largest layouts were in the Glendale Ohio library basement, the Winton House in Forest Park and now on the third floor of the old Ross High School in Ross, Ohio.
 
Presently we are operating a traveling layout.  It has been to train shows at the Cincinnati Convention Center, the National Model Railroad Association national convention in 2005 and many times to the Cincinnati chapter of the National Model Railroad Association show at Lakota West High School.
 
Club membership has grown to as high as thirty members at one point and to as few as nine.
 
The club welcomes new members, both experienced and novices alike.  We are here to learn and have fun building and running a model railroad.
